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    We describe a novel, safer approach for internal limiting membrane (ILM) peeling during macular hole surgery.[bookmark: ft1][1] We propose taking advantage of the already existent 360° natural edge of the hole for initiation of ILM peel using micro-forceps grasping at a convenient location [Figure - 1]a, gently raising for flap formation [Figure - 1]b, then peeling circumferentially until completion [Figure - 1]c, [Figure - 1]d. Our technique uses “macular hole height” from the choroid as a safety margin to prevent inadvertent pinching of the neurosensory retina, significant hemorrhage, and iatrogenic hole formation during ILM fracture attempts and peel initiation, especially for beginners [Video 1][SUPPORTING:1].
